AsterCon™ has a special gimlet point (see inset of picture) so it not only works in concrete, but it works in wood without damaging the wood like a standard nail or diamond point might.

AsterCon™ has a full body diameter – most other brands of masonry screws use a reduced wire for the body, which decreases performance in many applications. 3/16” diameter parts have a #11 head for ease of  use.
AsterCon™ with a standard hex head is made without the slot. By doing so, that means there’s more metal in the head and the head is consequently stronger.

AsterCon™ is properly head-marked with both manufacturer ID and length code as required by ICBO. Stainless parts also have the appropriate markings.
